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disulfiram (Antabuse) — 0000000000 QOUQOooOoOoO

The prototypic alcohol-sensitizing drug, prescribed to assist in maintaining abstinence from
alcohol. Disulfiram inhibits aldehyde dehydrogenase activity and, in the presence of alcohol, causes
accumulation of acetaldehyde and an aversive facial flushing reaction, accompanied by nausea,
dizziness, and palpitations. These effects are sometimes termed “the Antabuse reaction”.
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
